Below is Sample Bequest Language that you (and if you have one, your attorney or financial planner) can use to set up AKI as the beneficiary of your planned giving.  

General Bequest Language
Since your charitable bequest may not come to AKI for many years, general bequests are the most valuable as they allow AKI to apply your funds wherever the need is greatest at the time:

I give to Animal-Kind International (AKI), located in Jemez Springs, NM, ______(a percentage of the estate, specific dollar amount, remainder of estate after all other bequests & expenses, etc.)_________ to be used for its general support and charitable purposes without restriction.

Restricted Bequest Language
AKI friends may wish to direct their giving to specific needs, such as a specific country organization or to certain activities such as shelter operations, spay/neuter programs, or humane education. Restricted bequests are welcome, though it is important that they have some flexibility, too, as needs and programs can change over time:

I give to Animal Kind International (AKI)  _______(a percentage of the estate, a specific dollar amount, or the remainder of the estate after all other bequests and distributions, etc.)_________ to be used for ____(describe how your gift is to be used, such as for a certain organization or activity of AKI etc.)________. If at any time, it becomes impossible or impractical for my gift to be used for the above charitable purpose, AKI shall use my gift for a purpose and in a manner that most closely meets the above charitable purpose.
